We pray for safety 

in our society and for healing for the victims. Yet the major problem in the world goes 

unchallenged—upside-down in all its endeavors, regardless of the problem in question. The 

problem with this world cannot be fixed by government, politics, education, money, or religion. 

In fact, the problem with this world cannot be fixed by man at all. This is because the problem is 

spiritual; it is a God-problem. And only God, by His Son, Jesus Christ, is capable of solving the 

problem.
